How to Create and Use a Maximum Income Limit Chart 

To create the Maximum Income Limit Chart used to determine an employee’s income status, you can download charts that show 80% of the locality’s median income based on household size at http://www.dhcd.virginia.gov.   

A person’s low-income status is determined by the household income in the year prior to the hire date of the employee.    

Scenario: ACME Products, Inc.
Your employee was hired on April 1, 2008.  In the year prior to his/her employment with ACME Products, 2007, he/she was a single person household and his/her total income for 2007 was $27,450.  Below is an example of the format that can be used to certify low-income status.

Since they earned $27,450 in 2007 they would circle the word “below” by line (4) on the Employee Low Income Status Form.
